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Officially opened on 12th September 2022, the newly
renovated university halls of residence on Stefanikova Street
in Zlin (U7) constitute a modern, functional, and attractive
facility that meets the latest trends in accommodation.

The entire building has been completely overhauled, since
the original fixtures and fittings were either worn out or had
exceeded their servise life after
fifty years of use. The layout
of the rooms was completely
inadequate, too, with communal
bathrooms situated on each floor.
Rector, Prof.
Vladimir Sedlarik, stated: “We
are proud that the modernized
halls of residence have been
refurbished  with inspiration
taken from student dormitories
abroad and an emphasis
on a European standard of
accommodation which provides
for the requirement of university
studies as well as relaxation and entertainment afterwards.”

Today, the building boasts all new interior furnishings and
contains five residential units for students with specific needs.
Its total capacity after renovation is 90 rooms with 165 beds.

“The five floors now have a layout based on a concept of
units with two separate twin-rooms, each with an en-suite
bathroom and a shared, fully equipped kitchen,” commented
RNDr. Alexander Cerny, TBU’s bursar.

“On the ground floor there is a breakfast cafe, fitness centre,
laundry room, storage for bikes and a lobby with a reception
desk and areas for relaxation. A glass-walled space known as the
Student Club now stands on the roof level of the building, where
residents can hang out in their free time.

The University has been collaborating with dozens of Ukrainian
universities on education, joint projects, exchange programmes
and science matters for quite some time.

“Our cooperation is even more intensive now, because
students and academics from the beleaguered country need
conditions for developing their knowledge and raising their
professional potential, which can’t happen realistically under
conditions in Ukraine at present. That’s why we’ve embarked
on a special programme to extend cooperation with Ukrainian
universities,” said TBU Rector Prof. Vladimir Sedlarik.

The University is still actively involving Ukrainian students
in accredited courses in both Czech and English. Free classes
for learning Czech have been introduced for them and other
refugees, as people from Ukraine usually only speak their native
language as well as
Russian, and often
not English. The
courses have been
put on by the Faculty
of Humanities via
the Department of
Modern  Languages
and Literature.

“The first few
lessons were spent
on covering the Latin
alphabet, which most
participants had had
very little experience
of. They learnt basic
vocabulary and
simple, common phrases,
and attention was paid to
pronunciation,” stated the
course’s coordinator Petra
Bacuvcikova.

Dr. Jakub Trojan, from the School
of Logistics and Crisis Management, is
set to travel to Santa Barbara thanks
to his scholarship. He shall study the
transformation of citizen science projects
in the post-pandemic era with an
emphasis on examples of good practice.
The venue for this is the University of
California’s premises in the city, at the
Department of Geography in the Spatial
Pattern Analysis and Research Laboratory.

“Specifically, I'll be working on
the BikeMaps.org project for safe and
sustainable mobility. The idea behind it
is to map the safety of cyclists through
citizen science. I'm also going to be
involved in the WalkRollMap.org project,
which focuses on the safety of physically
disadvantaged people passing through
cities, such as wheelchair users,” he
explains.

The third successful recipient of the scholarship is Dr. Martin
Cvek, a researcher at the Polymer Centre. He is off to Carnegie
Mellon University in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. “Research
will concentrate on synthesizing macromolecular materials
with a piezoelectric effect. Applying a combination of organic
synthesis and material engineering should usher in a new
methodology for controlled preparation of polymers and their
composites. The aim shall be to explore and find mechanisms
for activating polymerisation reactions through a process
lower in energy intensity than conventional methods, thereby
contributing to overcoming global issues such as a scarcity of
energy resources and achieving carbon neutrality,” said Dr. Cvek.

Established in 2021, the Trinity Bank Talent Fund is a grant
scheme for gifted students, that aids projects aimed at
enhancing recipients’ knowledge, skills and competencies.
Despite running for a short time, funding has already been
allocated to ten such endeavours.

For example, it has led to a competition being put on at
the Faculty of Humanities for the best social issues programme
devised for primary schools. The winner of the competition
was one entitled the “Art of Appreciation”, which promotes
communication, personal development, and one’s relationships
with oneself and others. Other award-winning proposals tackled
eating disorders and addiction to social media.

The fund has enabled an an educational game for
students of financial studies at the Faculty of Management and
Economics called UFbank,
alongside other endeavours
at the faculty such as the
Gifted Students Project and
the Student Accounting and
Tax Office. Moreover, two
teams of students took part
in the national Coca-Cola
Management Challenge,
with one of them coming
second. Yet another project
set about arranging periods
of work experience for those
on undergraduate courses in
industrial engineering.

The fund has supported
a project at the Faculty of Applied Informatics to help improve
tuition in mathematics by enabling licences of the Techambition
learning system to be purchased for students. In addition,
twenty individuals at the Faculty of Multimedia Communications
participated in the FMK Talent competition, where teams
had twenty-four hours to come up with a strategy to advance
a company or non-profit organization.

“We are proud to support students at Tomas Bata University
and in the success of the University and
that which we’ve had, too.

a canteen?

First and foremost, seasonal
ingredients are used, those widely available. | don’t cook sweet
potatoes from the other side of the world when potatoes are in
season locally. It’s also necessary to adapt meals so they can be
prepared under the usual conditions of the canteen. This might
mean as many as five thousand servings, in fact.

How did you go about impressing the jury?

We were able to defend the choice of our menu. For example, we
created three versions of the dessert and then explained which
would best suit a specific number of diners so everything could
be properly handled at the canteen. The entire menu was also
completely gluten-free, even the main course, where beer was
given as an ingredient, and we managed to devise an option
without gluten.

How would you rate the sustainability of our canteen?

We follow trends and listen to customers, as we don’t want to
get stuck in a rut. Only fresh vegetables are used, which we try to
get the most out of. There’s less waste as a result, and the prices
of our meals have dropped, so we seem to be on the right track.
There’s always room for improvement, though.

HOW IS IT POSSIBLE TO RETAIN WATER
IN A COUNTRY ENVIRONMENT, INCREASE
WATER RETENTION IN SOIL AND

REDUCE THE IMPACT OF DROUGHT ON

THE TBU'S POLYMER CENTRE HAVE BEEN
WORKING ON JUST THAT WITH OTHER
TEAMS.

The dry conditions affecting fields have been discussed
more and more these past few years, since negative effects
are especially evident in the agricultural areas of the Czech
Republic. One solution to the problem could be products made
from hydrogel, a material which is becoming increasingly
popular with farmers.

The co-leader of the project, Silvie Dufpekova, explained:
“Hydrogel products enhance the quality of earth by absorbing
rainwater or irrigation water, making it available to plants again
in times of drought. In addition, they affect the structure of the
soil, promote microbiological activity within it,
improve its quality and stimulate plant growth.”

The commercial hydrogel products
currently on sale are mostly petroleum-based,
which places a question mark over their
biodegradability and safety. “That’s why our
research group has focused on developing
environmentally-friendly hydrogels derived
from purely natural, fully biodegradable,
common, low-cost raw materials, which don’t
damage the environment,” stated Prof. Vladimir
Sedlafik, who is overseeing the environmental
technologies research group undertaking the
research.

The main component of the experimental
hydrogel material is acid whey, a by-product
from the manufacture of fresh cheese and
quark. It is estimated that nearly 50% of the
whey produced is not put to use but it also
proves difficult to dispose of, so it constitutes a burden to the
natural environment. “Utilizing it to produce hydrogels could
minimize waste and help increase nutrients in the soil for
plants,” added Silvie Durpekova.

Hydrogel products can be prepared in the form of a powder,
crystal or pellet. They are applied by ploughing them into soil
at the depth of around 20 cm or are strewn across fields before
sowing takes place. An alternative use is in horticulture, where
such products are able to absorb and hold a great amount
of water, far more than their original weight, which is then
gradually released under dry conditions.

The gel has the ability to hold water repeatedly, meaning
that once all the moisture has drained out, it is capable of taking
in water over and over again for use in dry seasons. Employing
this kind of product would increase the retention of rainwater
or irrigation wate up to 50%. These positive
properties have th ontribute towards managing
natural resources ing waste by-products to use
and raising the qu
