SN »Z Students of the TBU have been moving into the recently
vl renovated U12 building since the start of the winter
semester. Repairs to its accommodation section took place
during the summer months. In addition to refurbished rooms
and new equipment, it now houses a gym for residents. The costs
of the renovation, including fixtures and fittings, amounted to
CZK 45 million.

Michal Navratil, Director of the HRR at the TBU, commented “The
price foraccommodation has gone up by about 7%, after a gap of two
years.” Increases in running costs and energy prices were the reason,
yet all the rooms were taken very quickly. Rents now range from CZK
4,200 to 7,290, depending on the services provided. Although the
various Halls of Residence contain 1,159 beds, 360 applicants remain
on the waiting list.

“There is consistently high interest in accommodation,” added
Michal Navratil, “which significantly exceeds the available capacity.
Sadly, this means there are no rooms available for several hundred
students.”

Graduates of this new technical specialisation at the Faculty will
benefit from a competitive advantage on the labour market, namely
a deep understanding of the related technology. This should enable
them to adapt quickly to innovations in radiography, whether new
imaging methods, automation or artificial intelligence. In short, they
will be ready for a future in healthcare that is likely to undergo more
rapid change than ever before.

Emphasis on employability

A career-focused full-time course that lasts three years, it comprises
800 hours of practical training - from first aid to the operations of
radiology wards. Classes will be held in modern laboratories at the
FT, as well as in conjunction with hospitals and other specialised
units in Zlin and South Moravia.

Responding to the needs of the region

The degree programme was instigated in response to an acute
shortage of radiographers, especially locally. The Regional Authority
of Zlin lent the project financial support with a contribution of CZK
200 million to erect a new building for the Faculty. Currently under
construction in proximity to the existing FT building, the premises
will house state-of-the-art facilities for tuition and research, with
completion planned in 2026.

Applications from November

Applications can be submitted from November of this year, and the
first students are set to commence the course in September 2026.
Looking ahead, graduates could find employment in a variety of
medical facilities - from university hospitals and diagnostic centres,
to research institutions and companies that develop and maintain
medical equipment. Radiography is a field ideal for those interested
in combining technology and healthcare; who wish to go beyond
interpreting what appears on a display by having an in-depth
knowledge of the matter, while also wanting to be a member of a life-
saving team.

400 students. Today, approximately 2,000 enrol each academic year,
along with over 100 PhD students.

Just one such programme was offered in the first
academic year, while there are now 15 at BA, MA and doctorate levels.
The most popular specialisations comprise Business Economics and
Management, Finance and Financial Technologies and the recently
added course in Sports Management.”

FaME has long held that lending an international dimension to
education is important. It presently has 95 course units that are taught
in English, and maintains active cooperation with over 150 partner
universities worldwide.

The Faculty’s achievements are backed up by its performance in
foreign rankings.

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SNJ»”Z Tomas Malinak, a student at the Fashion Design studio,
rlx won a competition for young designers that led to him
creating an outfit for staff of an EU pavilion at a World Expo in
Osaka, Japan.

Afirst-year MA student at the Faculty of Multimedia Communications
(FMC), Tomas Malinak competed against talented young people from
across Europe, and was highly honoured to learn that his design had
won. He said, “At the same time, though, | was aware of the major
responsibility involved. The clothing had to be aesthetically pleasing,
functional and sustainable in aspect, while also representing the
unity, pride and progressive approach of the EU.”

The outfit consisted of trousers, a polo shirt and a vest in an oversized
style. Light colours were selected for it, and a custom woven fabric
featuring a blue and yellow EU motif was used. Besides the look of
the garments and requirement for sustainability, the cut he applied
was a key element for Tomas. All related documentation was created
with his own code, which is capable of generating the desired cut in
seconds. “I’'m pleased | can connect projects and innovate in fashion
design through adopting a technological approach,” he explained.

The competition was organised by the European Union in cooperation
with a renowned Japanese designer, Kunihiko Morinaga. The man
behind the ANREALAGE brand, he found fame through working with
FENDI and won the Mainichi Grand Prix for Design in 2019. He praised
Malinak’s concept, especially the combination of tradition and
technology, unisex elements and emphasis on diversity. “The use
of 3D knitting techniques and custom sewing is a great innovation,”
Morinaga said.

Assoc. Prof. Kristyna Petfickova, the head of the Fashion Design
studio, stated “It’s excellent to see that students are given such

A tutor on the
Bachelor’s and follow-up Master’s programmes in Biomaterials
and Cosmetics, she specialises in research on the formulation
of emulsions. Since January 2025 she has been the principal
investigator of a project supported by the Technology Agency
of the Czech Republic (TA CR), which specifically involves young
researchers under 35. The two-year project aims to extend the shelf
life and stability of natural cosmetics.




- Podminkou TACR je partner z praxe, s kym na projektu spolu-
pracujete?

Projekt vznikl ve spolupraci s firmou Nobilis Tilia, ktera vyrabi prirod-
ni kosmetiku. Pouziva esencialni oleje, které jsou sice biologicky ak-
tivni, ale také tékavé a nachylné k degradaci.

» Jak narocné bylo projekt
ziskat?

Prvni zadost v roce 2023 ne-
uspéla. V roce 2024 jsme ji
prepracovali, ale skoncili jsme
tésné pod carou. Nakonec do-
$lo k dodate¢nému podporeni
a projekt ziskal grant. Vyplati-
lo se vytrvat. Koleglim vahaji-
cim, zda projekt podat, bych
vzkazala, at do toho jdou. Uz
samotné prihlaseni je posune
dal. Ziskaji cennou zpétnou
vazbu, nové kontakty a zkuSe-
nosti.
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« A major requirement of TA CR projects is to work with aP
based partner. Who is this?

The project is happening in conjunction with Nobilis Tilia, a company
producing natural cosmetics. They use essential oils, which are
biologically active yet also volatile and prone to degradation. When
a product loses its fragrance, its expiry date must be shortened,
complicating both production and storage. Our collaboration with
Nobilis Tilia has been long-standing. Students obtain work placements
at the company, and several graduates have found employment there.
Apart from the Nobilis Tilia team, MA and PhD students are involved in
the project, as well as individuals from the Centre of Polymer Systems.

» How do you plan to extend the shelf life of cosmetics?

The goalis to protect the essential oils within the product by avoiding the

onset of degradation. Pickering emulsions are applied for this purpose,
which stabilise formulations by means of natural microcellulose
particles. This is a more environmentally-friendly approach than
utilising conventional emulsifiers, which could be synthetic and cause
irritation.

« Students contribute to the research, so what do they gain from it?

The Biomaterials and Cosmetics programme at the Faculty of
Technology provides students with an excellent foundation for applied
research. They acquire knowledge of the chemistry, analytical methods
and modern technologies applied in the development of cosmetic
products. This means they have the ability to actively participate in
research projects, bring fresh perspectives and deliver tangible results.
They gain hands-on experience through their engagement in real-world
assignments, while potentially aiding the
development of actual products. That is
a major source of motivation.

» What is the intention of the project?

The outcome is going to be three
cosmetic products, ready for commercial
launch. Based on Pickering emulsions
and essential oils, three forms of
antiperspirant are planned - a unisex
variant and types specifically for women
or men. Nobilis Tilia will ensure the
applicability of the results and, ultimately,
produce the cosmetic items. The project
is set to continue until the end of 2026.

« Was it difficult to get funding for it?

Our first application in 2023 was
unsuccessful. A revised submission was
made in 2024, but it narrowly missed the
cut-off. Perseverance paid off, though,
and the project eventually received
support and funding. To others who feel
hesitant about submitting a proposal,
I recommend going for it. Even the
application process is worthwhile,
since the benefits it brings are valuable
experience, useful feedback and the new
contacts one makes.

SNJ”Z How can aggressive instincts in young people be curbed?
rZlx What should be learnt from recent tragedies? These
were the key questions that experts sought to answer at the
CrisCon 2025 conference, put on by the TBU’s Faculty of Logistics
and Crisis Management.

Participants debated manifestations of aggression in schools, and
spoke about managing critical situations pertaining to public
transport and natural disasters. Speeches covered matters such as
preventing youth violence and safety strategies for railways, while
professionals recounted their handling of large-scale fires and floods.

For example, security expert Radim Posival highlighted that violence
among children and adolescents poses a threat to society as a whole.
Others shared practical insights and methods of prevention with
those present, in addition to describing specific instances of crisis
management. Paramedics demonstrated emergency procedures
and talked about what they had experienced in the field, underlining
how demanding and vital their work is.

“The aim was to inspire and prepare a new generation of professionals
who will face crises in the future,” said Dean Prof. Ing. Zuzana
Tuckova, Ph.D.

This year’s conference attracted a record number of participants,
which points to a rise in interest in crisis management and security
issues. The next CrisCon event is scheduled for September 2026,
where professionals and the general public alike will take part in
fresh discussions, impart know-how and gain inspiration.

The Faculty showed that education could
be vibrant, meaningful and relevant.

In August, academics from the FLCM joined youngsters at
a Firefighters Camp and Emergency Rescue Camp.

The Dean of the
Faculty, Prof. Ing. Zuzana Tuckova, Ph.D., shared her insight into the
roles universities play in shaping values held by society. The ensuing
discussion reinforced that sustainability was not just a theme for
debate, but a long-term aim to be pursued collectively.

The next stop was the ZET Foundation’s Summer Business Camp,
where the Faculty interacted with young people considering
potential directions in life. The Dean mentored them by encouraging
participants to find the courage to take on new challenges and trust
in their capabilities.

Other than taking part in events, the FLCM also focused on
modernising its premises. Two brand-new laboratories are being
prepared. One will be dedicated to crisis management and the
other logistics. The spaces are going to be equipped with state-of-
the-art technology, affording students the opportunity to learn from
practical exercises and simulations. For greater comfort, a quiet
room has been added, and the communal areas in all the buildings
are newly refurbished.

The action-packed summer affirms that the Faculty of Logistics
and Crisis Management is not only a place where classes are held
in term time. The FLCM is, at the same time, an institution actively
contributing to projects and events which appeal to the young
generation and support the development of learners.

Generating Electricity from Plastic Waste
TBU Labs Develop a Green Nanogenerator

Co kdyby plastové lahve, obaly od jogurti nebo tacky na

maso nemusely koncit ve spalovné? Vyzkumnici z Fakul-
ty technologické (FT) a Centra polymernich systémii (CPS) prisli
s unikatni metodou, jak z bézného plastového odpadu vyrabét
elektrickou energii v ,,nanoméritku*, napriklad pro potreby na-
pajeni nositelné elektroniky.

Novy Zivot pro plastovy odpad

Smésny plastovy odpad, ktery nelze recyklovat, obvykle konéi na
skladce nebo ve spalovné. Tym pod vedenim prof. Bereniky Hausne-
rové a prof. Petra Slobodiana vSak prichazi s ekologictéjsi alterna-
tivou.

SNJ»Z Whatif plastic bottles, yoghurt containers and food trays
vl did not have to end up in an incinerator? Researchers at
the Faculty of Technology (FT) and Centre of Polymer Systems
(CPS) have come up with a novel way of producing electricity
from ordinary plastic waste on a “nanoscale”, capable of
charging portable electronic devices, for example.

A new purpose for refuse

Mixed plastic waste not suitable for recycling usually ends up in
landfill sites or burnt in incinerators. However, the team led by Profs.
Berenika Hausnerova and Petr Slobodian has been workingon a more
environmentally-friendly alternative based on mechanical-electrical
conversion. This facilitates the production of electricity from mixed
forms of plastic by a simple mechanical action, without the need for
combustion or complicated processing of the waste. Prof. Berenika
Hausnerova, from the FT, explained that the researchers “took
ordinary, unsorted plastic rubbish - PET bottles, trays, detergent

Technologii uz tym otestoval na senzorech, které reaguji na vibrace
ateplotnizmény. Do budoucna by se mohla uplatnit tfeba v obleceni,
které si samo vyrabi energii pfi pohybu a zéroven sleduje zdravotni
stav nositele. Navic nova technologie nabizi ekologickou alternati-
vu k fluoropolymeriim, které se doposud pro podobné UGcely vyuzi-
valy, a jejichz pouzivani Evropska unie postupné omezuje kvdli jejich
dopadu na zZivotni prostredi a zdravi.

containers, then crushed and melted such items to make a thin film.
Electricity is generated from the film when it’s compressed, heated or
under friction. Basically, we’ve created a functional nanogenerator
that utilises unwanted refuse.”

A simple approach garnering international
acclaim

Searching for a solution was no easy task, and success only came
after long months of experimentation in the laboratory. The
endeavour paid off, though, and the results were so compelling that
they appeared in a prestigious journal, ACS Sustainable Chemistry
& Engineering. Compared to some energy-intensive methods
proposed by international researchers, the technology developed
in Zlin is far simpler and cheaper. It is just a matter of crushing the
plastic waste, then melting and compressing it. Petr Slobodian
stated the amount of electricity produced was not high “but ideal
for charging small electronic devices, such as sensors or elements in
smart clothing. Power is generated on a nanoscale, so we’re talking
about a nanogenerator.”

From vibrations to smart clothing

The system has been tested out on sensors that react to vibrations
and changes in temperature. In the future, the novel technology
might feature in items such as clothing, wherein energy is produced
during movement by the wearer, enabling their health to be
monitored. It represents an environmentally-friendly alternative to
fluoropolymers, which have been utilised for similar purposes to
date, though these are subject to ever greater limitation by the EU
due to their impact on the environment and health.

An interesting paradox is that mixed plastics, which are difficult to
recycle due to their inherent immiscibility, possess a higher electrical
efficiency than a singular form of plastic. Hausnerova concluded
by saying “What constitutes a problem for conventional recycling
actually becomes an advantage in generating electricity.”

Herman from the TBU’s Bata Information Centre. Lectures given by
them have been met with great success both in Zlin and far-off India.

He stated “The
individual sessions at the Memorial are geared towards introducing
audience members and the residents of Zlin to the fascinating subject
of the company’s travel network and expansion abroad. Stories about
Bata’s ships, sailors, aeroplanes and pilots are amazing, though little
known.” He said that two lectures had been held in the spring, with
more being planned in the autumn. Herman’s academic expertise
encompasses the development of the Bata company’s transportation
and export strategies, in addition to his ongoing cooperation with the
important Zlin landmark.

The Bata Information Centre and the activities planned by historians are
a unique opportunity to become acquainted with the incredible story of
the city’s shoe manufacturer and the legacy of its founder, Tomas Bata.

The University also oversaw the collection of items donated by
students, staff and the general public.

glz What began as a simple idea by four students at the
vl Faculty of Management and Economics (FaME) at the
TBU has swiftly taken root. Their Adopt a Plant project has led
to dozens of people and staff caring for greenery at the Faculty,
proving that even a simple initiative can significantly improve its
environment and build a community.

The ladies behind it - Tereza Maitnerova, Natalia Jenisova, Natalie
Olesova and Martina Spanikova - set out to brighten up neglected
and uninviting corners of the premises by decorating them with
potted plants. Each one is marked with a QR code, so it is simply
a matter of scanning the code to “adopt” a plant and then tend to it.

Tereza Maitnerova stated “We believe that even a small change can
make a big difference. Plants improve one’s mood, purify the air and
make spaces more welcoming... Most importantly - when you look
after something, it’s good for you, too.”

The notion has quickly caught on. Corridors now contain stylish
watering cans, and “adoptive parents” proudly share their
houseplant success stories with others and post photos of their leafy
perennials on social media. This makes it not only an environmental,
but also a community-driven effort.

The leaders of the initiative are branching out by helping to water and
repot office plants and revive ailing greenery. They are also planning
to introduce the scheme across the University.

Ultimately, the Adopt a Plant project is not just about greenery - it is
about care, community and taking an active role in shaping a shared
environment.
