The course ensures coherence between content and learning, bridging theory and practice in cultural mediation.
The foundations of mediation provide an understanding and application of key concepts such as culture, territory,
and community. The focus on community-based artistic practices, artivism, and collective action strengthens the
connection between art, citizenship, and social transformation. Participatory methodologies and mediation in
contexts of inequality equip students to design, plan, and evaluate cultural and socio-educational projects.

Culture, territory, and community in artistic and cultural mediation.
Leisure and free time.
Critical pedagogy, popular education, and non-formal education.
Associativism, cultural animation, and local development.
Democratization of culture vs. cultural democracy.
Cultural Mediation, Participation, and Social Transformation:
e Social movements, public space, and artivism.
e  Ambiguities, dilemmas, and challenges of participation.
e  Cultural mediation in contexts of inequality (social, ethnic, gender, age, etc.).
Strategies and Methodologies for Intervention:
e Community artistic practices and collaborative processes.
e Strategies for cultural mediation and animation (Theatre of the Oppressed, method photovoice, visual
cartography, collaborative video, soundwalks, etc.).

Professional knowledge:
Students acquire a fundamental understanding of key concepts in cultural mediation and culture, and their
connections to space, community, and social participation. They learn about sociocultural diversity and
inequalities and their impact on artistic and cultural practices, while also becoming familiar with democratic and
participatory pedagogical approaches that promote inclusion and community autonomy. Students gain practical
knowledge of intervention strategies as well as an understanding of the importance of collaboration and
networking among cultural, educational, and community stakeholders for sustainable development.

Professional skills:
The course pursues the following objectives, which provide students with the following competences:
e Critically understand and apply key concepts such as culture, territory, and community in the context of
cultural mediation.
e Recognize sociocultural diversity and its impact on cultural mediation, analyzing dynamics of inclusion and
exclusion in artistic and cultural practices.




e Design and implement socio-educational activities for community intervention, adapting them to specific
contexts, audiences, and objectives.

e Understand and apply democratic and participatory pedagogies, fostering empowerment, autonomy, and
community engagement.

o Develop strategies for cooperation and territorial articulation, establishing partnerships between cultural,
educational, and community stakeholders.

Metody vyuky

Learning and teaching methods:

The classes will be practical, creative, and dialogical, encouraging active student participation and the
experimentation of cultural animation and mediation strategies. Various pedagogical approaches will be
combined, such as: Reading and collective discussion of texts; Case studies and critical analysis of cultural
mediation projects; Non-formal education exercises and artistic and participatory methodologies; Viewing and
discussion of documentaries and audiovisual records; Project-based work; Guest lectures with invited speakers;
Guided visits and participation in community activities.

All course materials and resources will be available on the Moodle platform, allowing students to access
complementary readings, discussion forums, and multimedia content to deepen their understanding of the topics
covered in class. The course adopts participatory and dialogical methodologies, ensuring the integration of
teaching, assessment, and learning. The content and assessment components promote active participation, critical
understanding and application of key concepts, and reflective analysis of cultural mediation projects and
initiatives. The Moodle platform enhances access to materials and fosters interaction beyond the classroom,
ensuring a solid and applied learning experience.

Content (Syllabus outline):

The course provides a critical analysis of the main trends in cultural policy on a European scale, in close connection
with contemporary theoretical debates around globalisation and de(s)colonial thinking, democracy, climate justice
and the digitalisation of the economy and sociabilities. An approach will be taken to the public policy regimes
prevailing in different European countries, also proposing an analysis of intersectoral policies, with a focus on the
intersection between cultural policies and practices and education, training and urban policies. The aim is also to
provide a critical reading of employment trends in the cultural and creative sector, identifying opportunities and
challenges and analysing the legal and financial framework for the cultural and creative industries on a European

scale.

Values and cultural policy regimes in Europe
The European Agenda for Culture and Sustainability
Digital transformation, new technologies, and cultural policies in Europe

Professional knowledge:

In terms of teaching, a theoretical-practical approach is prioritized, combining conceptual lectures with interactive
activities, case studies, critical analysis of institutional documents, guided debates, and simulations. This diverse
methodology responds to the need for students to acquire not only solid knowledge of key concepts but also
analytical skills and practical competencies to interpret and intervene in the field of European cultural policies.
Reflection on identity, for example, is stimulated through critical debate and analysis of texts and examples that
intersect globalization, decolonization, and transnational belonging, allowing the articulation of reflective and

interpretive knowledge and skills.

The individual written component assesses the ability to critically analyze and apply theoretical concepts to
concrete contexts, ensuring the acquisition of knowledge and the capacity for rigorous academic expression. Oral
presentations and active participation in class value communicative and argumentative skills, fundamental for

developing competencies in critical debate and collaborative teamwork.

Group work involves applying tools for analyzing European cultural projects, promoting teamwork skills, critical
thinking, operative mobilization of concepts, and problem-solving, specifically in the domain of European cultural
policies and practices. This combination of teaching and assessment methods fosters the integrated development
of knowledge, skills, and competencies essential for critical understanding and action in contemporary European
cultural policies, addressing challenges such as digitalization, sustainability, climate justice, and cultural diversity.

Professional skills:

This course aims to develop knowledge about cultural policies and practices in Europe, framed by theoretical
debates on identity, globalization, decolonization, sustainability, and digitalization. Students will acquire skills to
critically analyse documents, policies, and data related to the cultural and creative sector, connecting concepts
such as climate justice, cultural democracy, and transnational belonging. They will develop competences in
interpreting and evaluating cultural policy regimes and employment trends, as well as critically reading legal and
financial instruments applicable to the cultural and creative industries. Through a practical and cross-sectoral
approach, students will be equipped to propose informed analyses and interventions in diverse national and
European contexts, promoting the articulation between theory and practice and a critical understanding of the
contemporary challenges faced by the cultural sector.

Metody vyuky

Learning and teaching methods:
The course Cultural Practices and Policies in Europe will be of a theoretical-practical nature (TP), promoting a
dynamic articulation between conceptual lectures and moments of active learning by students. The pedagogical
approach is centered on a participatory and critical teaching method, aimed at the collective construction of
knowledge.
The sessions will be organized through a combination of expository, interrogative, and collaborative methods, in
which theoretical contributions are accompanied by the critical analysis of case studies, public policies,
programmatic documents, and relevant cultural manifestations within the European context. The role of the teacher
combines knowledge mediation with the creation of conditions for informed debate and reflective learning.
Dialogue with students' experiences will be valued.
Throughout the semester, academic reference texts, institutional European documents (such as the European
Agenda for Culture), as well as audiovisual and digital sources that illustrate the diversity of cultural practices and
public policies in the European space will be mobilized. This approach aims to foster the ability for critical
interpretation of Europe's cultural, political, and social dynamics, taking into account its historical complexity,
regional inequalities, identity tensions, and contemporary challenges such as digitalization, ecological transition,
and processes of cultural decolonization.
Practical activities will also be promoted, such as the analysis of cultural policies, simulations of cultural projects,
comparative grids between national contexts, or guided debates on topics such as sustainability, civic participation,
cultural democracy, or work in the creative sector.

Hlavni témata a vysledky uceni

Content (Syllabus outline):

The syllabus provides an in-depth analysis of the models of cultural practices and policies that mark the
contemporary debate in globalised and strongly interdependent societies, as well as the controversies over the
societal values of culture. The aim is to gain a broad understanding of the organisational modes of the worlds of
art and culture in their intrinsic plurality and connection, as well as the action logics of the politicians, professionals
and audiences who operate in this field. Likewise, cultural creation, mediation and reception are situated in the
dialogues between Europe and the Global South, making it possible to address colonial, post-colonial and
decolonial transits. Scales of observation are also articulated: from the local to the translocal, from offline to
online. Finally, an attempt is made to understand the relationship between arts and cultures and social participation
and intervention, through the modes that intersect art and activism.

The content of the course covers three strands:

1. Cultures, arts, and society.

1.1. Modernities and globalization: cultural and artistic dynamics.

1.2. Artistic creation: singularities, memories, and new frontiers.

1.3. Artistic practices and mediation: multipolarities, networks, and interdependencies.

1.4. New centralities and margins: hybridity, fragmentation, instability, and intersectionality.
2. Cultural policies, democracy, and new inequalities.

2.1. Public cultural policies, crises, and contemporary challenges.

2.2. Territories, actors, themes, and challenges.

2.3. Cultural and creative industries in the Global North and South.

3. Artivisms, political agency, and participation.

3.1. Artivisms, activisms, and creative citizenship.

3.2. New social movements, digital activism, and emerging forms of political participation.
3.3. Practices, DIY cultures, performance, and bodies.

3.4. Plural artistic discourses and languages.

3.5. Actors, micropolitics, and local/translocal/virtual scenes.

3.6. Curatorial artivism.

3.7. Virtual space and cyberactivisms.

3.8. Youth cultures and (re)existences

Professional knowledge:

Students will develop a deep understanding of theoretical concepts and methodologies, along with the ability to
apply them practically in real-world contexts. Through critical thinking, active participation, and empirical
research, they will strengthen their capacity to analyze complex social phenomena. Project-based work will enable
gradual learning, experimentation, and reflection on mistakes, encouraging creative problem-solving. Students
will be able to mobilize acquired knowledge, tools, and approaches to address ethical, cultural, and cross-sectoral
issues. They will engage in collaborative learning, developing sensitivity to context and the importance of
mediation. Participatory assessment will support the synthesis of knowledge and its imaginative application,
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leading to high-quality final outputs with scientific, pedagogical, and social value. Learning outcomes thus
encompass knowledge, understanding, and the ability to apply and transfer knowledge into practice.

Professional skills:

The CAS course aims to develop critical reflexivity skills regarding arts, cultures, and societal contexts, based on
the cultural and artistic assets of European societies in dialogue with the Global South.
1.Reflect on the paradigmatic plurality of contemporary arts and cultures by identifying key concepts, schools,
and transdisciplinary authors.

2. Identify convergences and dissonances between cultural practices and policies in Europe and globally.

3. Understand, from a decolonial and intersectional perspective, the social, historical, and cultural conditions of
arts and cultures in the Europe—World dialogue.

4. Analyze and compare the main structuring axes of the scientific field of arts and cultures, considering
inequalities in the realms of creation, mediation, and cultural participation.

5. Identify and critically debate the arts and their critical engagements through (a)rtivism, critical pedagogies, and
active citizenship in themes such as gender, health, housing, education, territories, social movements, climate
struggles, pacifism, military power, and surveillance.

Metody vyuky

Learning and teaching methods:

The teaching and learning methodology of this course aims to integrate theory and practice, encouraging the active
participation of students throughout the entire learning process. To achieve this, collaborative pedagogical
strategies, action research methodologies, and the creative use of digital tools will be incorporated. Beyond the
presentation and reflection on key concepts, and alongside fostering active student engagement, visits to cultural
spaces, associations, and artistic collectives will be organized, establishing bridges between academia and social
reality (civil society). Methodologies inspired by participatory research and non-formal education will be
developed, including photovoice, visual, affective, symbolic, and digital cartographies. Creative workshops with
community members are also planned, stimulating the co-creation of artistic and cultural projects. In a framework
of shared knowledge, seminars and collective working sessions with artists and other relevant figures will be
organized to address both institutional and non-institutional aspects of the programme content, as well as emerging
topics. The objective is to foster dialogue between different fields of knowledge, demonstrating the transversal
role of culture and art in the analysis of social issues. All materials will be made available online (Moodle), and
students will have the opportunity to carry out tasks in micro-learning groups.

Content (Syllabus outline):

The course introduces students, through three thematic strands, to key research paradigms, methodological
approaches, and ethical considerations in social research, with a focus on quantitative, qualitative, mixed, and
action-oriented methods. Special attention is given to research design and the evaluation of project impact in the
context of social intervention.

1. The social production of scientific knowledge: paradigms, assumptions and strategies
1.1. Paradigms, assumptions and research strategies

1.2. Quantitative, qualitative and mixed methods: design and operating assumptions
1.3. Action research and intervention methodologies

1.4. Reflexivity and ethics in social research

2. Research design: mapping agents, services, programs and spaces

2.1. Research design: the methodological path of a project

2.2. From action research to intervention methodologies: design, management, monitoring and evaluation
3. Project impact assessment

3.1. Theoretical contributions to the discussion of impact evaluation

3.2. Impact assessment methodologies

Professional knowledge:

a) stimulate critical understanding and reflexivity about the theoretical and methodological processes of research
and, in particular, about the relationship between observation and analysis which allow the apprehension of the
complexity of the social organization and the production of cultural meanings;

b) integrate research theory and practice, explaining the articulation between concepts and strategies of approach
that are part of the basic research procedures;

c) promote familiarization with the research process in its various phases: bibliographic and documentary
research, use of resources, delimitation of observation units, access to the field, observation, interviews and
surveys, interpretation and analysis of data, writing and presentation of research results;

d) discuss the ethical and deontological issues that research involves and guide decision making throughout the
research process;

e) promote reflection and knowledge on the connections between research and intervention;

f) discuss the implications of impact assessment and methodologies for this strategy.

Professional skills:

In order to achieve the proposed objectives, the course is organized in three blocks:

1) the first one, with a more theoretical purpose, has the main objective of stimulating a reflexive and critical
spirit, a diversity of concepts and theoretical contributions, fundamental to conceive research designs and apply
diverse methodologies, in order to study the socio-cultural practices, representations, identities, sociabilities,
situations, movements and networks lived and constructed in contemporary societies;

2) a second, focused on practice, in which data collection and analysis tools will be presented and applied, with
a special focus on fieldwork; and

3) the third, more seminal, which includes conferences with recognized experts in this scientific field.
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Metody vyuky

Learning and teaching methods:
The teaching methodologies are strictly linked to the learning objectives of the course because they aim to
develop scientific, social and personal skills that prepare the student to imagine and implement research designs
and methodologies.
The methodological organization previously proposed will allow the students to acquire a series of theoretical-
practical knowledge in the field of research designs and methodologies, to later deepen and put into practice. It
is also intended to discuss the ethical and technical dilemmas that arise during research projects. Relations
between knowledge and action, through the investigation of ways of articulating research and promoting social
intervention, as well as developing skills for the use of research methodologies and tools among social groups
or in specific social contexts that allow the participation of its actors in the joint generation of knowledge and,
consequently, their involvement in the design and implementation of initiatives.
Finally, students will learn to manage a series of concepts, research and social intervention tools fundamental
both for the practice of research in an academic environment and for professional practice in the most varied
public and private institutional contexts, through an experience of direct contact with the realities under study,
not forgetting the approach to digital spaces.
The exercises that will give rise to the final essays developed during the semester, will be the object of tutorial
orientation.

Through a blended pedagogical model—emphasizing project-based learning,
critical reflection, and technological application—students acquire both theoretical and practical competencies
essential for managing cultural data in the digital era. The course fosters critical thinking, intercultural
awareness, and responsible leadership, equipping students to design inclusive, ethical, and forward-looking
archival practices. Its focus on digital preservation and community memory supports the program’s vision of
shaping transformative leaders for the cultural and creative industries. The course offers students an in-depth
exploration of archival science, focusing on preserving cultural and historical memories in both physical and
digital formats. It examines traditional archiving principles, the influence of digital transformation, and the
contemporary challenges associated with digital preservation. Students will cultivate essential skills in records
appraisal, arrangement, description, access management, and strategies for digital preservation, equipping them
to navigate the legal, ethical, and technological issues inherent in archival practice. The curriculum encompasses
foundational archival theories, records appraisal and selection, arrangement and description, and considerations
of access and privacy alongside the challenges of digital archiving. Students will analyze electronic records
management, digital preservation technologies, and the concept of community archiving. A study visit to an
archival organization, complemented by case study analyses, will provide practical insights. The course will
conclude with discussions on emerging trends and the future directions of archival science.

The course adopts a blended pedagogical approach, integrating lectures, discussions, practical activities, and
experiential learning, with the aim of providing students with a comprehensive understanding of archival science
and digital preservation. This methodology fosters both theoretical knowledge and the development of practical
skills, preparing students to address the challenges of preserving cultural and historical heritage in both traditional
and digital contexts.
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Each session begins with a structured lecture covering fundamental concepts, key theories, and contemporary
issues in the archival field. This expository moment is followed by active learning components, such as guided
discussions that encourage students to critically analyze theories and case studies, and concept-mapping exercises
that help visualize the relationships between archival principles, methodologies, and digital preservation strategies.
Students also engage in Problem-Based Learning (PBL) activities, where they confront real-world archival
challenges and are encouraged to propose viable solutions. Case study analysis plays a central role in
understanding topics such as digital preservation, electronic records management, and community archiving.
These activities enhance critical thinking, promote collaborative learning, and strengthen problem-solving skills
that are essential for professional decision-making.

The course’s practical component includes metadata creation and description tasks following international
archival standards, digital preservation exercises dealing with file formats, migration strategies, and open archival
information systems, as well as simulations of the electronic records lifecycle management, allowing students to
apply best practices in handling born-digital materials.

Experiential learning is reinforced through a study visit to an archival institution, where students will have the
opportunity to interact directly with professionals responsible for records, preservation workflows, and access
policies. This experience also enables students to assess the use of digital technologies in archival management
and to compare theoretical concepts discussed in class with their real-world application in institutional settings.
To foster student engagement and autonomy, the course integrates various technological tools and digital
resources, including the use of digital repositories and online archives to explore real collections, collaborative
workspaces for document sharing and group projects, as well as simulation software and digital preservation tools
for hands-on practice with file conversion, checksum validation, and repository management.

By integrating diverse teaching methodologies, the course equips students with the necessary skills to navigate
the evolving field of archival science, ensuring proficiency in both traditional and digital preservation practices.

The mandatory Practical Placement program offers students a unique opportunity to connect academic learning
with real-world professional experience. By applying their theoretical knowledge in practical, hands-on settings,
students gain valuable work experience and develop essential professional skills within an international
environment. This experience enhances students' professional and personal skills, including adaptability,
independence, and intercultural communication, while also improving language proficiency. The program offers
valuable networking opportunities, allowing students to build professional connections that enhance their career
prospects. This makes them more competitive in the job market and equips them to manage diverse perspectives,
such as starting their own initiatives, NGOs, studios, associations, or pursuing self-employment. Ultimately, this
life-changing opportunity broadens students’ perspectives and prepares them for both global and local careers.
A prerequisite for recognition of the practical training is the successful completion of all exams of the study
program in its first year. The duration of the Practical Placement can vary from two to about four weeks, with
80 work hours in placement. The working hours per day are typically divided from 4 to 8 hours, depending on
the needs of both the student and the host organization. Students are placed in selected organizations within the
cultural and creative sectors, including institutions, companies, centers, and public, private, or NGO
organizations across Europe—mainly in the program’s partner countries: Slovenia, Czechia, Portugal, and
Greece. Throughout this period, students work under the guidance of a school coordinator and a placement
mentor, gaining practical insights and firsthand experience in their chosen field and topical area. The school's
coordinator for a practical placement oversees placements and fosters relationships with organizations. Upon
completion, students report on and reflect upon their experience. The specific management of this process is
detailed in the Practical Placement Rules and Guidelines, which outline the necessary steps, responsibilities, and
expectations for all involved parties.

Upon completing the practical placement, students will be able to:

o Apply their theoretical knowledge to solve real-world, professional, or project-related problems.

® Analyze practical challenges from a professional perspective and propose solutions by integrating theory and
practice.

o Identify and critically evaluate relevant literature in their own mother tongue as well as English, or other
applicable languages, linking information to problem-solving.

o Work autonomously within a professional environment, developing strong work habits and gaining hands-on
experience.

PREPARATION

Through intensive work with the mentor/s students are expected to gradually develop the following elements in preparing
a complex academic output: that finalizes their master study:

Title of master thesis

Brief description of the problem, issue or question -- defining the existing situation, present data, prior research
or practice that make the chosen problem, issue or question significant and worth dealing with)

Purpose, aims and users -- defining the overall project-cum-thesis purpose that makes the process meaningful and
relevant; stating specific and measurable aims; defining potential target audience or users as well as how the
project will reach and affect them)

Methods -- describing in what way, with which tools and from which perspectives the data of the thesis was or
will be gathered and processed; how will the primary data (surveys, interviews, measurements, analyses,
reflection papers, own blogs etc.) be combined with secondary materials (books, articles, blogs, videos etc.), and
why so;

Expectations and hypotheses -- What results are to be expected, based on the existing data or prior research and
practice; possible predictions of probability as to the outcomes of the research/development/creation process
Limitations and disturbances -- Which are the limits that the process will probably reach, but not transgress; What
are the (seemingly same or similar) problems, issues or questions, aims or users that the project will specifically
not deal with, and why not; What factors may disturb or threaten the research/development process

Structure of contents as foreseen -- stating the foreseeable major chapters of the dissertation structure and possibly
subdividing them into subchapters; estimating roughly the number of pages for each chapter; estimating appendix
format(s), size and structure

References/Sources covered or foreseen -- books, articles (paper or electronic), internet resources, existing
research results, observations or other documentation, closely defined parts of thesis project documentation that
will directly influence the written thesis paper as references/sources (and how will they do so)

Time plan -- drafting the entire plan of activities, subsequent or parallel, of producing the final work, including
all necessary (sub)steps (e.g. research, literature review, drafting, structuring, writing, final editing as well as
preparation for presentation, i.e. oral defense), possibly as a Gantt chant or related graphic representation.

Within the above are first expected to develop an extended master thesis abstract as a coherent academic (structured,
argumentative and theory-backed) text to later preface the entire thesis.
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MASTER THESIS

Each student accomplishes their master thesis as gradually developed along the above steps, both in terms of theory (written
paper, including any project documentation parts) and possibly a practical project output which may be related to their
Practical Placement within the study program. The thesis can feature either theory-, case-, or project-based elements, or
an appropriate combination of two or three of these.

The thesis encompases an extensive academic paper containing clear methodology, historical, theoretical and/or critical
emphases in the references as well as possibly research and production backgrounds of a practial project, including a
substantial part on its planning, implementation and finalization/evaluation. The recommended length of the paper is
120.000 to 200.000 characters (about 60 to 100 pages) with variations possible according to the length and quality of the
appendices. The actual length and structure should be agreed between the student and the mentor(s), while any deviation
from the recommended lengthshould be explicitly agreed with the mentor(s) in written form.

VIVA

In front of a Master Thesis Committee that is set up for each thesis of the program separately and assesses the submitted
academic paper and possible project documentation, the student presents the master thesis in all of its key elements. The
Committee poses thesis-topic relevant questions that may relate also to other parts of the study programme, and eventually
provides the student with immediate feedback of her/his work presented, as well as agrees a grade for the entire work.

The MTC is set up typically by four members that each represent a Consortium Partner university, whereas mentors and
possible co-mentors count as university representatives. At least two members of such a committee should not have been
involved in the thesis mentoring, one of these typically chairs the MTC.

UTB disponuje modernim a rozsahlym systémem elektronickych zdroji uréenych ke vzdélavaci
a tvaréi cinnosti, stejné jako odpovidajicimi knihovnimi sluzbami. VSechny sluzby knihoven
a elektronické zdroje pro vyuku jsou s pfihlédnutim k typu a pfipadnému profilu studijniho programu
dostatecné a dostupné studenttim a akademickym pracovniktm.

Dostupnost knihovniho fondu

Informacni zdroje a informacni sluzby pro vSechny studijni programy realizované na UTB zabezpecuje
centralné Knihovna UTB (déle jen ,knihovna“). Ta sidli v modernich prostorach Univerzitniho centra a je
navstévovéana studenty a pedagogy ze vsech fakult, ale i étenafi z fad odborné vefejnosti, nebot se jedna
o nejvétsi univerzalni odbornou knihovnu ve Zlinském kraji. Kromé centralniho pracovisté ve Zliné,
provozuje knihovna jesté i aredlovou studovnu v Uherském Hradisti.

K dispozici je zhruba 500 studijnich mist, 230 poc¢ital a dostate¢né mnozstvi pfipojnych mist pro
notebooky. Knihovna je vybavena virtudlni technologii WMware s klientskymi stanicemi Zero Client
DZz22-2. UZivatelé mohou pouZivat pfi své praci 3 multifunkéni tiskarny pro kopirovani, tisk a skenovani.
K dispozici je také specidlni knizni skener. Knihovna disponuje také dostatecnym poctem individudlnich
studoven pro praci v mensich tymech, ale i relaxa¢nimi prostory.

Knihovna poskytuje kromé standardnich vypujénich sluzeb (Udaje o knihovnim fondu viz niZe) fadu dalsich
odbornych sluzeb. Jedna se napfiklad o resersni sluzbu ¢i meziknihovni vypGjéni sluzbu, kdy je mozné
ziskat pro uzivatele dokumenty z jinych Ceskych, ale i zahrani¢nich knihoven. Dalsi sluzby se zabyvaji
oblasti informaéniho vzdélavani, a to jak zdkladnimi kurzy pro studenty, tak odbornéjsimi skolenimi pro
akademické pracovniky tykajici se napfiklad podpory védeckovyzkumné cinnosti, vyhledavanim
v databdzich nebo publikaéni a citaéni etikou.

V knihovnim fondu je vice nez 145 000 knih, pficemz ro¢ni pfirGstek kazdoroc¢né presahuje 5 000 kniznich
jednotek. Stale vice knih je dostupnych v elektronické podobé. DuleZita je zejména vysokd aktualnost
knihovniho fondu, ktery je stale doplriovan. Knihovna odebird vice nez 200 periodik v tisténé podobé.
Knihovna zpfistupriuje také témér stovku védeckych databazi, jejichZ obsah tvofi tisice ¢lanku z prestiznich
védeckych casopisti a e-knihy. Vysoce transparentni je proces nakupu novych knih, které jsou
doporudovany pedagogy bud' pfimo ve spolupréci s pracovniky knihovny, nebo prostym vyplnénim
pozadované studijni literatury do karet pfedmétd v IS/STAG. Studenti mohou knihovné podévat navrhy
na nakup literatury, kterd jim ve fondu chybi, skrze online formuldr v katalogu knihovny. Knihovna déle
zajistuje i pFistup k bakalafskym, diplomovym a diserta¢nim pracim absolvent( UTB, a to v ramci digitdini
knihovny3*. Prace jsou zde zpravidla dostupné volné v plném textu. Kromé toho provozuje knihovna také
repozitdF publikaéni &innosti akademickych pracovnikd UTB®.

Dostupnost elektronickych zdroji

Knihovna si dlouhodobé zaklada na Siroké nabidce elektronickych informacnich zdrojl pro ucely vyuky,
ale i podpory védeckovyzkumného procesu. Zdroje jsou nabizeny prostiednictvim Spickovych technologii,
které podporuji komfortni praci a vysoké vyuZiti nabizenych databazi. Veskeré informacni zdroje jsou
dostupné skrze moderni centrélni portdl Xerxes®, ktery je postaven na bazi znamého discovery systému
Summon. Jednotlivé databaze tedy neni potfeba prohledavat separatné. K dispozici je také technologie
SFX, kterd znac¢né ulehCuje uZivatelim praci zejména pfi dohledavani plnych textd dokumentd. Veskeré
elektronické zdroje jsou pfistupné 24 hodin dennég, a to i z pocita¢ mimo univerzitni sit UTB formou tzv.
